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Water Main

Pump Station pumps waste to 
the treatment plant either 
directly or to another station.

Dredged Fill Material Most waterfront properties have been elevated using 
material dredged from the nearby canals.  This material is somewhat 
unstable due to its high organic content and silty consistency. 

Leaks allow groundwater 
INTO gravity sewers, 
washing sand into the pipe 
too.  This will create a 
sinkhole if not repaired. 

Water Table is very 
high and makes 
digging more difficult 

Manhole allows 
access to the 
underground 
piping for 
inspection and 
repairs. 

Sewer 
laterals 
transport 
waste from 
the homes to 
the sewer 

Cleanout allows 
access for clog 
removal or remote 
camera inspection 

Gravity Sewers 
convey waste to the 
pump station.

Gravity Sewer Repair consists of spot repairs where big 
holes/cracks are and then inserting a liner inside the whole 
length of sewer  

Control Panel turns the pumps 
on and off and provides alarm 
signals to alert staff of problems.

Water Meter records 
the amount of water 
used for monthly 
billing of water and 
sewer
